STATE SUPPORT FOR INNOVATIVE AND HIGH-TECH SMALL AND MEDIUM-SIZED BUSINESSES. SOME PROBLEMS
Abstract. This article is devoted to the study of the legal aspects of regulating state support for innovative and
high-tech small and medium-sized businesses and identifying problems in this area. Attention is drawn to the
need to differentiate «gazelles» and other SMEs when providing state support.

ORGANIZATION OF ACTIVITIES OF FACTORY SCIENCE DIVISIONS AT THE STAGES OF CREATION AND REPLICATION OF

Abstract. Three decades later, since the beginning of economic reforms in the scientific and technological sphere, a dual
situation has developed that requires reasonable resolution. On the one hand, following the foreign model of organizing
the scientific and technological development of industry in terms of placing an increasing burden on research and
development (IR) on higher school organizations resulted in the washing out of the structure of scientific and scientific
service organizations of companies that had previously played the role of a link between researchers and consumers of their
results. These include organizations that performed applied research, design, technological, design work, as well as units
of factory science. On the other hand, despite large-scale measures to stimulate innovation, the level of new progressive
industrial products has not been growing for a long time, accounting for slightly more than 6% of industrial production.
One way out of the current situation, as evidenced by foreign experience and practice of domestic innovative enterprises,
is the revival of corporate (factory in Russian terminology) science on new principles and with new functionality.

THE ROLE AND PLACE OF RUSSIA IN THE INTERNATIONAL OIL AND GAS SECTOR: PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF THE

Abstract. Oil and gas exports are the main source of federal budget revenues. In recent years, the raw material
dependence of the Russian economy has significantly increased. The COVID-19 pandemic led to a drop in global
oil demand and prices, which naturally contributed to a decrease in the volume of Russian oil exports and a sharp
decrease in oil and gas revenues in the country’s budget, the oil dependence of the federal budget decreased. The
article concludes that the reduction in oil revenues of the budget led to an increase in borrowing and an increase
in the debt burden of the federal budget. Since global oil demand is not expected to recover to previous levels
in the near term, efforts need to be focused on addressing key strategic challenges in the oil and gas industry.
