INDUSTRIAL WASTE RECYCLING - OVERVIEW OF OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES

Abstract. This article provides an overview of the current state of industrial waste management in Russia and a brief
overview of future challenges. Over the past two to three decades, the generation of industrial waste has increased
significantly due to rapid industrialization and economic development. The main content of the article is an analysis of
the amount of waste in Russia in recent years, the study of obstacles and opportunities. The annual discharge of industrial
waste has increased from 8.5 billion tons in 2019 to 9 billion tons in 2021. The hierarchy of solid waste management
in Russia is waste minimization (reduce, reuse and recycle) followed by incineration and landfill. The main purpose of
this article is to identify and improve the implementation of barriers and opportunities for industrial waste disposal.
